RESUMO: OBJETIVO: Sensibilizar a comunidade sobre a Fononcologia, buscando
prevenir novos casos de cancer e evidenciar a importancia do fonoaudidlogo no
cuidado ao paciente oncolégico. METODO: Relato de experiéncia de uma acdo
educativa alusiva ao dia mundial do combate ao cancer. Atividade realizada por
estudantes do Estagio Supervisionado em Saude Coletiva, componente curricular do
Curso de Graduagdo em Fonoaudiologia da Universidade Federal da Paraiba
(UFPB). A mesma ocorreu no més de fevereiro do corrente ano, na sala de espera
de uma Unidade de Saude da Familia (USF) situada na area de abrangéncia do
Distrito Sanitario V, do municipio de Jodo Pessoa-PB. RESULTADOS: A atividade
educativa realizada na USF ampliou ndo somente o conhecimento dos usuarios,
mas também de cada estagiario, sobretudo acerca da auséncia de saberes em
relacdo a Fonoaudiologia. Ainda ha muito que fazer para enaltecer essa profissao
tdo multifacetada na Atencdo Primaria a Saude (APS). O contato com os usuarios
possibilitou novos olhares e saberes. Ouvi-los, conhecer mais sobre eles, suas
realidades e dificuldades da sentido a uma acdo que visa a troca, a partilha. E
assim, desconstruindo paradigmas entre comunidade e universidade, criou-se um
vinculo de confianga, fortalecendo a pratica do Estagio, edificando o fazer saude.
CONCLUSAO: A experiéncia de formar um grupo heterogéneo, no qual se pdde
empregar a empatia e a humanizagao nas entrelinhas da tematica que estava sendo
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abordada, superaram as expectativas de ambas as partes envolvidas nesse
processo de aprendizado continuo.

ABSTRACT: OBJECTIVE: To sensitize the community about speech therapy and
oncology, seeking to prevent new cases of cancer and highlight the importance of the
speech therapist in the care of cancer patients. METHOD: Experience report of an
educational action alluding to the World Day to Combat Cancer. Activity carried out
by students of the Supervised Internship in Public Health, curricular component of the
Undergraduate Course in Speech Therapy at the Federal University of Paraiba
(UFPB). The same occurred in February this year, in the waiting room of a Family
Health Unit (USF), located in the coverage area of the Sanitary District V, in the city
of Jodo Pessoa-PB. RESULTS: An educational activity carried out at the primary
health care included not only the knowledge of the users, but also of each trainee,
mainly about the absence of flavors in relation to Speech Therapy. There is still a lot
to do to improve this profession, which is so multifaceted in Primary Health Care
(APS). The contact with the users enabled new looks and sabers. Listening, knowing
more about them, their realities and difficulties gives meaning to an action that aims
to exchange, a sharing. And so, deconstructing paradigms between community and
university, it created a bond of trust, strengthened the practice of the internship, built
or made health. CONCLUSION: The experience of forming a heterogeneous group,
without qualifying to use empathy and humanization between the lines of the theme
that was being addressed, exceeded the expectations of resources as part of the
continuous training process.
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
