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RESUMO: Por meio deste relato de experiéncia, pretende-se narrar e compartilhar
as experiéncias e vivéncias de ensino-aprendizagem de estudantes de Enfermagem
e Medicina na execugao do projeto de extensao Bate-papo Saude na Escola que foi
desenvolvido na Universidade Federal de Campina Grande, campus Cajazeiras- PB.
As acbes realizadas ocorreram no primeiro semestre de 2019 com alunos do
municipio de Cajazeiras-PB com o intuito de desenvolver a discussao sobre
as Infecgdes Sexualmente Transmissiveis (IST) e seus agravantes, além de partilhar
conhecimento fundamentado nas teorias em saude. Através de roda de conversa e
dinamicas foi estabelecido um tempo para dialogar e discutir, sendo possivel realizar
uma maior interacado dos extensionistas com os estudantes do ensino fundamental e
meédio, permitindo uma troca de experiéncias e saberes. Os alunos foram muito
participativos e demonstraram um grande interesse pela tematica de modo que os
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objetivos do projeto foram atendidos, demonstrando também, que as agbes de
promogao e educagao em saude sdo de extrema importancia para informacgao e
melhoria na qualidade de vida de jovens e adolescentes. E valido salientar que
essas atividades contribuiram para mudancgas relevantes no processo e percurso
formativo dos extensionistas, desenvolvendo competéncias e habilidades
potencializadoras de uma atitude ética, cidada e transformadora diante de questbes
sociais e da organizagao dos servigos de saude.

ABSTRACT: Through this experience report, it is intended to narrate and share the
teaching and learning experience of the medical students in the execution of the
extension project calling Chat Health at School that was develop by Federal
University of Campina Grande, at campus Cajazeiras-PB. The actions carried out
took place in the first semester of 2019 with students from the municipality of
Cajazeiras-PB in order to develop the discussion on Sexually Transmitted Infections
(STI) and its aggravating factors, in addition to sharing knowledge based on health
theories. Through conversation and dynamics, a time was established to dialogue
and discuss, making it possible to have a greater interaction between extension
workers and high school students, allowing for better learning. The students were
very participative and showed a great interest in the theme. So, the objectives of the
project were met, also demonstrating that the Health Promotion and Education
actions are extremely important for information and improvement in the quality of life
of young people and adolescents. It is worth noting that these activities contributed to
relevant changes in the students' training process and path, developing skills and
abilities that enhance an ethical, citizen and transformative attitude towards social
issues and the organization of health services.
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
