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RESUMO: OBJETIVOS: Analisar a gestdo dos residuos solidos declarados por
farmacias comunitarias privadas através do PGRSS entregues a vigilancia sanitaria
local. METODO: Estudo de prevaléncia, com abordagem quantitativa, realizado nos
meses de junho a dezembro de 2019, no Municipio de Goiana - PE, junto as
farmacias comunitarias. RESULTADOS: Participaram da pesquisa 26 farmacias
comunitarias, das quais todas foram declaradas de pequeno porte, um quinto produz
residuos dos tipos A e E, sendo responsaveis pelo acondicionamento e tratamento
dos mesmos, visando cada vez mais a responsabilidade quanto a saude da
populagcdo e ao meio ambiente, seguindo desta forma corretamente a legislagao
vigente. A incineragao foi empregada como tratamento final, quando necessario, por
todas as unidades de saide. CONCLUSAO: Apesar dos dados secundarios
apresentarem informagdes quanto ao seguimento das normas, faz-se necessario
fiscalizagbes e investimentos na educagdo em saude, objetivando a manutengéao do
ecossistema para as geragdes futuras.
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ABSTRACT: OBJECTIVES: To analyze the management of solid waste declared by
private community pharmacies through PGRSS delivered to local health surveillance.
METHOD: Prevalence study, with quantitative approach, conducted from June to
December 2019, in the city of Goiana - PE, with community pharmacies. RESULTS:
Participated in the research 26 community pharmacies, all of which were declared
small, one fifth produces waste types A and E, being responsible for their packaging
and treatment, aiming increasingly the responsibility for the health of the population
and the environment, correctly following current legislation. Incineration was used as
final treatment, when necessary, by all health facilities. CONCLUSION: Although the
secondary data present information regarding the compliance with the norms, it is
necessary to supervise and invest in health education, aiming at maintaining the
ecosystem for future generations.
