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RESUMO: Introdugao: O escorpionismo € uma questdo de saude publica devido a
grande quantidade de casos notificados e possibilidade de agravamento dos
quadros clinicos dos pacientes, podendo levar a morte. A condugao correta desses
casos € fundamental para um bom progndstico do paciente, evitando maiores
complicagbes e garantindo desfecho favoravel. Objetivo: Relatar como ocorre o
atendimento de casos de escorpionismo atendidos e notificados pelo Centro de
Informacao e Assisténcia Toxicolégica de Campina Grande (CIATox-CG), que atua
dentro de um hospital de grande porte e referéncia na regido para casos de
intoxicagdo, e ressaltar a importancia de condutas corretas para que ocorra
atendimento adequado e uma boa evolugdo dos casos atendidos. Metodologia:
Estudo descritivo com abordagem indutiva, do tipo relato de experiéncia, realizado
em Campina Grande/PB, tratando da atuacdo de plantonistas do CIATox-CG no
atendimento de uma amostra de 30 pacientes adultos vitimas de escorpionismo no
Hospital de Emergéncia e Trauma Dom Luiz Gonzaga Fernandes (HETDLGF). O
instrumento utilizado foi a técnica de documentacao direta intensiva. Resultados: O
CIATox- CG atuou junto ao servico de maneira comprometida nos casos de
escorpionismo, promovendo um atendimento pautado nas premissas do Ministério
da Saude e garantindo que boas condutas fossem realizadas com resolutividade
satisfatéria. Conclusao: A atuagdo do CIATox-CG teve relevancia para a
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capacitacdo e desenvolvimento dos plantonistas e profissionais de saude
envolvidos, além de promover praticas em saude pautadas na ciéncia baseada em
evidéncias que beneficiem os pacientes vitimas de acidentes por escorpiao.
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ABSTRACT: Introduction: Scorpionism, an accident in which there is poisoning by
scorpion sting, is a matter of public health due to the large number of notified cases
and the possibility of worsening the clinical condition of the patient, which may lead to
death. Correct management of these cases is fundamental for the patient's good
prognosis, avoiding major complications and ensuring a favorable outcome.
Objective: Report on the treatment of cases of scorpionism attended and notified by
the Campina Grande Toxicological Information and Assistance Center (CIATox- CG)
which operates within a large hospital in the region for cases of poisoning. Also, to
highlight the importance of the correct conduct to provide the proper care and a good
evolution to the cases. Methodology: Descriptive study with inductive approach,
experience report type, carried out in Campina Grande/PB, dealing with the
performance of CIATox-CG on duty in attending a sample of 30 adult patients victims
of scorpionism at Dom Luiz Gonzaga Fernandes Emergency and Trauma Hospital
(HETDLGF). The instrument used was the intensive direct documentation technique.
Results: CIATox-CG worked with the service in a committed manner in cases of
scorpionism, promoting care based on the premisses of the Health Ministry and
ensuring that good behaviors were performed with satisfactory resolution.
Conclusion: The work of CIATox-CG team was relevant for the training and
development of the on-duty and health professionals involved, as well as promoting
evidence-based science for health practices that benefit patients suffering from
scorpion accidents.
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
